• In collaboration with their teachers,

students decide which problem-based

learning activities they will complete.

• Projects and assignments are completed

individually and in groups.

• Students track their progress to meet

learning goals.

• Experiential workplace opportunities are

available and encouraged.

• Is a self-directed learner.
• Is interested in problem solving and

working cooperatively with others.
